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1. What is your vision for the arts sector within the City of Lethbridge?

I would like to have discussions with the Allied Arts
Council to see how we can continue to sustain the arts.

People will often say, "Why doesn't an artist just donate their work to a community?" And of
course you wouldn't ask a tradesman to just donate his time to build a complex.

4. Lethbridge City Council has demonstrated their commitment to building a performing arts
centre in their recent Capital Improvement Program. Do you support this commitment and if is
so what is your proposed strategy for completing the project?

I look forward to the completion of the Civic Common Comprehensive Site Plan. This has the
potential of bringing greater vibrancy to the downtown area with a viable arts district that includes
a Performing Arts Centre.

We need to advocate
with Provincial and Federal governments to secure funds to build a dynamic centre that will help
to put Lethbridge on the map.
